o Request to consider TNI issue EPA Lab IDs

o Retirement of key person @ EPA driving this request. Common thread that ties PT
reporting in most states.

o Was huge issue to consider with estimated ~20K Lab IDs to be managed
across both NELAC & non-NELAC labs/states.

o Safe Drinking Water program also wanted a separate code not consolldated
with other programs which adds additional complexity to the request
