Many of the State AB websites link directly to the A2LA
website for the list of approved TNI PT Providers.
This information is no longer correct since PT
Providers can now(since January 2011) be
accredited by 2 different PTPASs. This situation
Involves accreditation bodies in both NELAP states
and non-NELAP states that use the TNI Standards.
We feel that TNI Iis not actively or has not properly
notified the states and that this situation is
contributing to a restraint of trade with the state
accreditation bodies defined above.
